TEMPORARY NOTIFICATION / ORDER

WHEREAS, the road stretch from Lokhandwala, Durga Nagar under the
jurisdiction of Samata Nagar Police Station to the Hindu Crematorium under the
jurisdiction of Kurar Police Station, falling within the jurisdiction of Samata Nagar Traffic
Division, is narrow and experiences heavy vehicular traffic throughout the day. During
the morning and evening peak hours, a substantial volume of traffic moves from
Lokhandwala Complex towards Kurar Village and vice versa. In addition, a large number
of school buses ply on this route during the afternoon hours. The movement of heavy
goods vehicles during these periods frequently results in traffic congestion and
obstructs the smooth flow of vehicular traffic. Therefore, it has become necessary to
impose restrictions on the entry of heavy goods vehicles on the road stretch from
Lokhandwala, Durga Nagar to the Hindu Crematorium in order to ensure safe and
smooth movement of traffic.

NOW, THEREFORE, |, Ajit Borhade, Deputy Commissioner of Police, Traffic
(Western Suburbs), Mumbai, in exercise of the powers conferred upon me under
Section 115 of the Motor Vehicles Act, 1988, read with Rule 59 of the Central Motor
Vehicles Rules, 1989, and in accordance with Government Resolution No. MVA-
0589/CR-1061/TR-2 dated 19/05/1989, published in M.G.G. Part IV-A dated
20/09/1990, and Government Resolution No. MVA-00196/871/CR-37/CR-2 dated
27/09/1996, published in M.G.G. Parti-V-A (Extraordinary), No. 307, hereby impose the
following temporary traffic regulation on an experimental basis for a period of three (3)
months from the date of issuance of this notification.

ORDER

On the road stretch from Lokhandwala, Durga Nagar under the jurisdiction of
Samata Nagar Police Station to the Hindu Crematorium under the jurisdiction of Kurar
Police Station, falling within the jurisdiction of Samata Nagar Traffic Division, all heavy
goods vehicles shall be prohibited from entering and plying between 08:00 hrs and
21:00 hrs every day.

The above traffic regulation shall remain in force on an experimental basis for a
period of three (3) months from the date of issuance of this notification. During this
period, the prevailing traffic conditions shall be reviewed, and further decisions shall
be taken as may be considered necessary.

This notification shall not apply to vehicles belonging to the Police Department,
Fire Brigade, Ambulance Services, and other Essential Services, including vehicles
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transporting milk, vegetables, fruits, bread, bakery products, petrol, diesel, LPG, and
other essential commodities.

Any person violating the provisions of this notification shall be liable for

appropriate legal action under the Motor Vehicles Act, 1988, and other applicable laws
in force.

The road stretch from Lokhandwala, Durga Nagar under the jurisdiction of
Samata Nagar Police Station to the Hindu Crematorium under the jurisdiction of
Kurar Police Station, falling within the jurisdiction of Samata Nagar Traffic Division, is
narrow and carries heavy traffic throughout the day. During the morning and evening
peak hours, as well as during the afternoon when a large number of school buses ply
on the route, the movement of heavy goods vehicles frequently results in traffic
congestion. Therefore, with a view to ensuring safe and smooth movement of traffic,
the entry and movement of all heavy goods vehicles on the said road shall be
prohibited from 08:00 hrs to 21:00 hrs every day on an experimental basis for a
period of three (3) months.

This notification shall not apply to vehicles belonging to the Police Department,
Fire Brigade, Ambulance Services and other Essential Services, including vehicles
transporting milk, vegetables, fruits, bread, bakery products, petrol, diesel, LPG and
other essential commodities.

All motorists are requested to cooperate with the Mumbai Traffic Police by
complying with the above traffic regulation and by following the directions issued by the
Traffic Police.
